	· The poem is clear, focused, purposeful and enhanced by vivid details, as well as rich imagery that capture the reader’s interest.
	·  The poem is clear, focused and enhanced by details that capture a reader’s interest.
	·  The poem is partially clear and attempts to create a focus.  The details may be underdeveloped.
	·  The poem does not yet have a focus that is clear or understandable.  There is little or no detail included in the writing.

	Organization

	·  The writer creatively engages the reader with a strong internal structure that organizes the poem and moves the reader purposefully through the text.  The organization showcases a distinctive central theme.
	·  The order, presentation, or internal structure of the poem moves the reader purposefully through the text.  The organization showcases the central theme.
	· The poem has structure, but it may cause confusion and/or force the reader to search for the central theme.
	· The poem’s lack of structure leaves the reader confused.  Ideas seem randomly ordered.  The reader struggles to see a central theme or idea.

	·  Precise and natural word choices paint a strong, clear, and complete picture in the reader’s mind.  Phrasing is memorable, often prompting further reflection.
	 The writer uses words that are reasonably accurate and attempt to paint a clear picture in the reader’s mind.
	· The writer uses words that are inappropriate for the poem topic and purpose, or simply do not speak to the audience.  The language frequently confuses the reader.

	Conventions

	· The writer demonstrates a strong grasp of the conventions of standard written English (e.g. spelling, capitalization, usage, punctuation, paragraphing); the poem is basically error free.
	· The writer demonstrates a good understanding of the conventions of standard written English (e.g. spelling, capitalization, usage, punctuation, paragraphing); any errors, although noticeable, do not impair the poem’s readability.
	· The writer demonstrates a basic understanding of the conventions of standard written English (e.g. spelling, capitalization, usage, punctuation, paragraphing); errors sometimes impair the poem’s readability.
	· The writer demonstrates a limited understanding of the conventions of standard written English (e.g. spelling, capitalization, usage, punctuation, paragraphing); many errors impair the poem’s readability.
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
