HOMEWORK:  Homework will be assigned at least 3 – 4 times a week. Be sure to place your name, date, page number and the assignment on the top of each page. In addition, be sure to SHOW ALL of your work, unless instructed otherwise. Just remember this …
NO WORK NO CREDIT!! 
Homework will be graded on a 0 - 2 scale:
 		
2 – Homework is handed in on time, and completely done to the best of your ability. 	
      All work is shown, and a good effort has been put forth. 

1 – Homework is handed in ONE day late, or two-thirds of the assignment was completed.
			
0 – An assignment is not handed in.

I will NOT accept homework that is over ONE day late!!!


QUIZZES/TESTS: Tests will be given at the end of each chapter, and quizzes periodically. Quizzes are 50 points and tests are 100 points. 

MAKEUP WORK: It is your responsibility to find out what you missed when absent, and all makeup work must be done as soon as possible upon your return to school.  
· If you miss a test or quiz, then you are expected to make up the assessment within 2 days of your return. 
· Test and quiz make-ups can be done after school or during your study period at the teacher’s convenience. 
· If you are absent the day before a test or quiz and return the day of the test or quiz, you are still responsible to taking the test or quiz at that time! (No Exceptions)
· If an absence exceeds one day, you should plan on meeting with Mrs. Pyliotis to review missed material. 


NOTEBOOKS:  Every student will be required to maintain a notebook that will be used for Algebra class only. Notes should reflect what is covered in class. If you are absent you are responsible for any notes missed due to absence.

EXTRA HELP: Extra Help is both encouraged and available (before or after school).  Extra help is a time to ask questions that you have prepared beforehand.   PLEASE take advantage of this time to get a little extra explanation and help! It is your responsibility to make arrangements with me.  I can be found in the math office or room 505.  DO NOT WAIT UNTIL THE LAST MINUTE TO ASK FOR HELP!  

RETAKES:  If you have a test in which you scored low, you are eligible to re-take the test only if:
1. You completed all homework assignments pertaining to the specific sections or chapter.
2. You re-do the problems that you got wrong on a separate sheet of paper.  (We go over test questions when they are returned so you should be able to do the problem correctly if you ask questions at that time.) These corrections must be presented to me before you take the test. 

· Re-takes must be done within one week of the day that the test was returned.
· You are only allowed to re-take one test per SEMESTER.
· The AVERAGE of both scores (the original and the re-take) is recorded as your new grade for that test regardless of whether the score of the re-take is higher or lower than the original score.  
· You cannot re-take a test during the last week of a quarter or last week before exams.
· If you do not use your re-take privilege, 5 points will be added to a test grade of the quarter.

CALCULATOR POLICY:  It is highly recommended to bring a graphing calculator to class every day. The use of programmable calculators will not be allowed on tests/quizzes. Any student who is caught playing a game on their calculator during class will receive a warning, and if this behavior is observed again they will lose their calculator privileges for the year. Formulas programmed into calculators during a test or quiz is considered cheating, please see the school policy for academic dishonesty for details.

TARDINESS: If you are not in the room when the bell rings, you are TARDY and it is documented. After being tardy 3 times to class, the office is notified and an UNEXCUSED ABSENCE is filed and a classroom/office detention will be given. 

Electronic Devices: Electronic Devices are not allowed in the classroom/hallways. I will remove the device from your possession if it is being used in the classroom!!!
