Program Goals
A central goal of the ALP is the remediation of emotional, behavioral, social and academic issues that lead to placement so that each student can return to the mainstream and achieve success. For some students, ALP becomes their home base and supports them until they graduate from high school. The program seeks to provide students with the necessary skills to make appropriate decisions, enhance their self-image, and maximize their success in the classroom, as well as, other areas of their lives. The program will also help to maximize the opportunity for students to remain in their natural environment while working to remediate emotional and academic issues. When students cannot be maintained in the natural environment due to more severe behavioral and emotional issues, more restrictive educational settings will be considered. Additionally, the ALP helps students more easily and successfully transition back into the school district when necessary.
