Program Philosophy
The overall philosophy of the ALP is to provide a structured, predictable, small group classroom environment where the unique needs of each student can be addressed. The milieu of the classroom is structured to provide frequent feedback and positive reinforcers to enhance a student's confidence and success. Peer relationships are monitored and social skills training is provided in small group discussions with teacher intervention occurring regularly. Finally, it is the program's intention to link a student with appropriate community, vocational, and post secondary resources to maximize their learning success. For some students, this may include vocational assessment and access to community resources. Other students may be involved in vocational training and field trips meant to expose students to vocational opportunities. Each student's length of stay in the program is determined by his/her progress.
