To what/whom is it “accountable”?

· To the learning community:

1. Students actively participate.

2. Students listen actively.
3. Students elaborate and build on others’ ideas.
4. Students work to clarify/expand a proposition/idea.

· To the knowledge:

1. Examples are accurate and specific.

2. Evidence is appropriate for the claim/argument.
3. There is a commitment to “doing it right.”

· To rigorous thinking:

1. Students synthesize several sources.

2. Students construct explanations & test understanding.
3. Students formulate conjecture and hypotheses.
4. Students challenge the quality of evidence and/or reading.
