In the spirit of full disclosure, you should know that there are some features of our class that we have pre-determined. And the categories are:
Attendance		HUGELY IMPORTANT
· Electronic period-by-period reporting (we’ll do it sometime before the end of the period)
· Absences matter! All work from class is your responsibility even if you’re not present.
· Classroom log
· If you come to class late, sign in with the time and leave your pass in the box by the classroom log (no pass=unex. tardy).
· If you need to leave class, ask permission, use a pass and sign out with the time and back in with the time.
· Three unexcused tardies = 1 unexcused absence (1 hour teacher detention)

  and please help to rearrange as needed
· Test pattern (traditional rows)

Materials		FAQs
1. What should I bring to class?  Pen or pencil, English folder/notebook, current reading material, completed homework

2. How should I turn in homework that is due?  Put it in the INBIN; be sure it has your name and the date at the top.

3. Where can I find extra copies of handouts if I need them? Go to Mr. Scott’s website and print from there.

4. Where do I keep my class journal? Put it in the crate labeled Comm 1 and your period #. 
                                      These journals always stay in the classroom!

5. How do I know what we’ll be doing in class?  We’ll be providing Quarter One calendars soon, posted in the classroom and on Mr. Scott’s website. We revise these as necessary, so watch/listen for updates. Also note homework assignments often given daily as “tickets” to class the next day. Also, most days, you’ll see the learning goals on the board.
Homework			There are three kinds:
1. The ticket to class – assigned one day, due at the beginning  of class the next day class meets, used to begin class activities
2. Drafts and revisions of written work – assigned ahead of time with a due date, due at the beginning of class unless otherwise noted
3. Reading assignments that will be the subject of class activities (quiz, discussion, other activities); due at the beginning of class
“Tickets” to class (#1 above) cannot usually be made up because their purpose is to get ready for a particular class session. If you are absent (excused) on the day one is due, bring it to class the next day for credit.
Ongoing assignments (#2) above) may be submitted late with a penalty on the grade. If lateness persists or becomes a pattern for you, you will have to stay after school with us to get the work done.
Reading assignments (#3 above) should be made up, but lack of credit for work expected during the class period when the reading was due will remain on the record.  As stated above, if lateness persists or becomes a pattern for you, you will have to stay after school with us to get the work done.
Typical class procedures for students
· Put homework in INBIN
· Pick up class journal
· Check board for today’s learning targets
· Write in journal as assigned
· Move into designated class activities
· Complete an exit ticket
· Return journal to designated crate

What NOT to bring to class:
Any electronic device for communication or entertainment
If these devices are visible and/or in use, expect them to be confiscated.
