



Assignment Summary:


Throughout each unit, you will be responsible for finding current issues that relate to course content. Then, at the conclusion of the semester, you’ll be writing a cumulative review of the country’s current political trends and issues on your final exam. In order to make this happen, you will have to commit to reading through the newspaper and watching the news!





Details: Your assignment will consist of the following:


An article from a major newspaper covering political news (CANNOT be from an online news source. It MUST be cut out of an actual newspaper, NO photocopies) You should mount your article on an 8x10 piece of white paper and attach it to your typed review.�


The article must be dated AT LEAST 3 days BEFORE the due date. (I.E. you cant do a “homeroom job” on this one!) If your article is dated less than 3 days before the due date, then you will receive a ZERO, no exceptions.�


Written Assignment: 4 paragraphs that do the following:


1st par: Summarize the article


2nd par: Explain how the current units content APPLIES to the current unit event. 


3rd par: So what? What are the implications of this issue (AKA, why does it matter?) Explain how this political issue can and will affect typical Americans: politically, socially, economically, etc.


4th par: Why was this valuable to you? (This is the ONLY paragraph in which you can write from the first person point of view) Think about what you learned from this event? Why does this event matter in your life or your family’s life? How did it help you understand the content of the course better?  What could be done in the future concerning this event?


NOTE: This is NOT in essay format, rather, four well-written paragraphs addressing the above topics. (See attached model assignment)
