This is a full year survey course that chronologically studies cultures, politics, religion, government, historical events, etc. that are evident throughout world history. Important historical continuities can be discerned that link one period with another. And even though history may not repeat itself in any precise way, certain historical patterns do recur. Studying one development in world history in the light of an earlier, similar development can sharpen our understanding of both. An emphasis will also be placed on skills such as note taking, essay writing, research, oral presentations, and critical thinking.   There will be approximately one per quarter.

**Classroom Policies and Procedures**

Supplies and Materials Required For Class:

· You will need a 3 ring binder or notebook (with removable sheets of paper) for class. Your binder/notebook should have a folder to organize handouts, primary sources, HW, current events articles, etc.

· An Assignment pad for your homework assignments.

Assignments/Grading Policies: (If you have any questions regarding assignments, projects or classroom procedures, check your teachers website by going to: http://www.barringtonhigh.org, click on “Social Studies”, and then the class you wish to look at.)
· You are expected to:
· be prepared for class at all times (bringing your covered textbook, pens/pencils, notebook, handouts, etc.)
· positively and actively engaging in classroom activities (attentive, taking notes, listening, etc.)
· on time to class AND avoid frequent absenteeism. 
· have a positive attitude towards your teacher and peers.
· All homework is to be done on time.  **Lateness penalties will apply.
· For all projects, your grade will drop 10 points for every day it is late.  After three days, you will receive a zero.

Absences:

· YOU are responsible for work missed during an absence! Check the course website first or email your teacher if you are out. Then, see him/her before or after class.
· Makeups can ONLY be done after school (not during class or a student hall). Schedule an appointment with your teacher.
