AP-Statistics


In this course we will rely on our calculators to complete various tasks.  For that reason you must have access to either a TI-83 or TI-84.

HomeWork
Your Homework grade is based on your daily completion of work assigned.  Homework assignments will originate from various sources.  Questions will be derived from exercises in each chapter, case closed problems and parts review.  They will also come from other resources called Special Problems, Prep for AP Exam problems and previous years AP-exam questions.

In some assignments, you will be asked to do activities which require the use of technology such as but not limited to the TI-83/84, Applets and statistical software.


You are requested to write your homework in a notebook.  All homework assignments are due the following class unless otherwise stated.  I will typically go around the room at the beginning of class to check your work.  You must date and label each assignment.  


In order to receive credit, you must show that effort has been put forth and show as much work as possible.  A list of answers is NOT acceptable.


Homework will be graded on the following 0-3  scale:


3 – Homework is ready at the beginning of the class period and completely done to the best of your ability.  All work is shown, date and assignment are written are clearly indicated, and a good effort has been put forth. 


2 – Homework is not complete, but at least three-quarters of the assignment has been completed.

1 – Homework is not complete, but at least half of the assignment has been completed.
OR  the homework shows a minimal amount of effort.

0 – Homework assignment has not been done or is less than half complete.


At the discretion of the teacher some homework assignments may be graded as a quiz grade.  I may also collect some homework assignments.

Classwork
The Classwork grade will be based on your daily attendance, effort shown, class participation, class assignments and short quizzes.  Some class assignments may begin in class and be required to complete for homework.

Short quizzes will be given periodically.  They will consist of one to a few questions.  Their purpose is to serve as an indicator of your depth of knowledge of concepts covered and assist in your preparation for quizzes and tests.
Attendance and Make-Up Policies

It is your responsibility to find out what you have missed while absent and also to make it up.

1. It is your responsibility to get any notes that you missed and make up any class/homework upon your return.
2. If you are absent on the test/quiz day only, you will be expected to take the assessment in class the day you return.

3. If you are absent the day before a test/quiz and return the day of the test/quiz, you are still responsible for taking the assessment at that time.
4. If a student is absent for an extended period of time, adjustments will be made as deemed necessary.  

 

Tardiness:

Grading Policy


Each marking quarter is worth 40% of the semester grade, and the final exam is worth 20% of the semester grade.


Here is a breakdown of how grades are determined for the first three  marking quarters.

Quizzes/Classwork - 40%    
Homework - 10%


During the 4th quarter students will be asked to work on and complete an end of course project.  The breakdown for the 4th quarter will be given at that time.
You will be given One Test and either One or Two Quizzes per Chapter.  Each test will take typically up to one class period to complete and each quiz should take from a few minutes to up to 20 minutes to complete.  
Exemptions – Midterm and Final


No exemptions will be given for the Midterm exam.  Exemptions may be earned for the Final exam if:


1.  You have taken the AP-Exam


2.  Attained at least a B- average for the 2nd semester.
Re-Take Policy

Each quarter you are allowed two quiz and one test retake.  The new grade will be determined by taking the average of the original grade along with the re-take grade.

Re-takes must be done within one week of the day that the test/quiz was returned.
End of Course Project
After the AP Exam has been completed, students will be asked to complete an end of year course project which will encapsulate most of the concepts covered in this course and tested in the AP Exam.

The projects will serve as the major assessment given during the 4th marking quarter.  As indicated on the grading policy this will serve as 80% of the 4th quarter grade.
Throughout the school year, some ideas of end of course projects will be discussed when appropriate.
