 Literary Criticism Essay
· Your primary writing assignment of the second semester is a literary criticism essay.  By “critical,” I do not mean “negative,” but rather that you need to analyze a text by critiquing and include in your analysis the “voice” of a literary critic  (a scholar who has written about your text).  Most of your thesis support will be taken from the primary source, but some of it needs to refer to the literary criticism you have read.

· You will do this by writing a four to five page, thesis-driven paper literary criticism analysis of either The Catcher in the Rye.
· Guidelines/Basic Requirements:
Your paper must:

· be thesis-driven and written in third person
· follow MLA format and pass the Yes Test
· be a minimum of 4 to 5 FULL pages in length, not including the works cited page
· include information from the primary source
· include information from at least 1 secondary source
· include a minimum of 4 citations from those sources - 3 from the primary source and 1 from the secondary source
