Portfolio Roundtable Discussion Questions
Students will answer question #1 in preparing to discuss their first portfolio exhibit, which will demonstrate their ability to integrate outside sources into their writing.

1. Choose an exhibit from your portfolio that required you to find and integrate outside sources into the work.  What challenges came about during the creation of this exhibit?  How were you able to overcome these challenges and be successful on this assignment?
Students will answer question #2 in preparation for discussing their second selected exhibit.

2. Find an exhibit where you analyze a piece of literature/demonstrate strong reading skills. What did you find difficult about the piece of literature, and what specific reading skills did you have to employ in order to find success with the assignment?  What reading skills have you demonstrated/learned to become more successful with this type of assignment in the future?
During the roundtable presentation, each student will be asked one of the following questions:

3. Does this portfolio capture a clear picture of where you are as a student right now? Why or why not? Use a specific exhibit to support your position.
4. In what ways has the completion of this portfolio prepared you to move on to 11th grade? Use a specific exhibit to demonstrate your readiness for the next level of your high school career.

5. In which area (Reading, Writing, or Oral Communication) do you feel you have the greatest strength? Choose an exhibit that demonstrates your strengths in this area.

6. In which area do you feel you need the most support?  What strategies did you employ to be able to meet the GSE in this area?  Use a specific exhibit for support.

7. Which of the skills covered in your portfolio will be the most useful to you over the course of your academic career?  Why do you think this is the case, and do you think that you’re well prepared in this area?  Use a specific exhibit to support this response.
