Grading and Assessments

· Grading is calculated on a point basis.  Your grade for each quarter is determined by the number of points earned divided by the number of points possible.

· Assessments will include quizzes, article discussions, class-work assignments, projects, homework, and playschool.

· Daily journal entries will be completed at the beginning of each class.  You may keep your journal in class, but it is not mandatory.  

· Article Discussions will be held 1-2 times per month.  

· Homework will be assigned 1-2 times per week.
Article Discussions = 40 points

Classwork Assignments= 25 points

Homework Assignments= 30 points: HW is checked for completion and is scored by what percentage is completed (ex: 10 out of 20 questions completed= 15/30 points)
Quizzes = varies
Daily Journal = 5 points per entry

Projects = 75-100 points

Late Work:
· All late work will receive a 5-point deduction for each day late.  

Classroom Management

· There are only two class rules to be concerned with: Respect yourself and Respect others.  This rule encompasses every single thing that we do in this class.  Take pride in your work and the way in which you carry yourself in and out of the classroom- do this by respecting yourself and respecting others.

· There will be assigned seating.  You are expected to sit in your assigned seat everyday.  You can choose your seat and if/when there is an issue with your seating, I will reassign your seat.

· Tardies and Unexcused absences: Three tardies to class = 1 Unexcused absence.  

The first unexcused absence: you will be assigned detention by me and I will have a job for you to do after school in this room.  Home will be called to notify them about the absence.

Five unexcused absences = withdrawal from class

Work/quizzes, etc missed due to an unexcused absence or tardy cannot be made up and will be assigned a score of zero.

· Leaving the classroom: Only two people may be out of the room at one time.  The bathroom passes are hanging on the side of the refrigerator.  You do not need to ask permission, however, please be aware of good vs. bad times to leave class.  You may not go to the cafeteria to get a drink.
Attendance

· Student handbook rules apply.  

· A zero will be assigned for any work/tests, etc. missed due to an unexcused absence or tardy.

· You will be given two days for each one day of an excused absence to make up all work.  It is your responsibility to ask me for make-up assignments.
