ELECTROMAGNETIC SPECTRUM PROJECT/PRESENTATION
●Students work in groups to prepare a poster-board and presentation.

●Students work in groups of 3 or 4.  

●Each student will play a role in the presentation.

●Each group will have a section of the electromagnetic spectrum to research and present.

●Radio Waves, Microwaves, Infrared, Visible, Ultraviolet, X-Ray, Gamma Ray.

●Poster-board must include:  pictures, limited writing, creativity…

●Presentation must include:  wavelength range, frequency range, relationship between these two variables, description of applications in the fields of medicine, engineering, science, etc. and other phenomena relating to their frequency range, and provide other interesting information such as whether or not the waves are hazardous if so, how? Also, include some historical facts about your part of the spectrum.  Are there any benefits for us? How are we affected by the electromagnetic spectrum?
●Make sure that you project when speaking to the group.  

●Every member of the group must have a speaking part in the presentation.

●You may use index cards with notes but try not to read directly from the cards.  You want to make as much eye contact as possible throughout the presentation.
