How to Write Your First “Taking Stock” Reflection
Once you have compiled your Literacy Narrative folder, reflect for about 15 minutes on the process and final product you are submitting. Consider the following questions as a guide but do not limit yourself to these or feel you have to answer them in order, etc. Your “Taking Stock” should be at least one (1) page in length.

1. How did you come up with the idea for your narrative? How satisfied are you with your topic selection?

2. How well do you think you told your story? (Please refer to your drafts and to anything else that affected the process of developing and revising your narrative.)

3. What descriptive details are you most satisfied with? How did you come up with these?

4. How did you come to understand the “significance” or importance of the literacy event you wrote about? How satisfied are you with the way you were able to express it?
5. How would you describe your “voice” in this story? Consider your stance and tone towards your subject and reflect on how well these attitudes are reflected in your writing.

6. What do you think you did particularly well?

7. What could still be improved?

8. Anything else to add to your “story” of your Literacy Narrative?
