Project 2: “Taking Stock” Reflection
Once you have compiled your Literacy Narrative folder, reflect for about 15 minutes on the process and final product you are submitting. Consider the following questions as a guide but do not limit yourself to these or feel you have to answer them in order, etc. Your “Taking Stock” should be at least one (1) page in length.

1. Why did you select the text that you analyzed? How satisfied are you with that choice now that you have written your analysis?
2. How did you develop your thesis and how did you arrive at the understanding and analytic “approach” it reflects?
3. How would you describe the structure (organization) of your analysis? How did you decide upon it and how well do you think it works?
4. What contextual information did you choose to include in your analysis and why? How do you think it prepared your reader to better understand your analysis?
5. What summary information did you choose to include in your analysis and why? What ideas and details from the text did you decide to leave of your analysis and why?

6. What aspects of your analysis and the support you provide do you consider to be the strongest? What aspects of your analysis do you think still need more clarification and/or elaboration?
7. Anything else to add to your “story” of your Analysis of a Text?
