Portfolio: Reflective Introduction
Once you have finished revising your three project for your Portfolio, reflect and write an “introduction” that will help a reader better understand and “see” the work you’ve done. Introductions should be typed and properly formatted and may address the following questions, focusing, in particular on the three projects/genres you chose to revise and include in your Portfolio:

1. What projects did you choose and why did you choose to revise them?

2. What were your goals for each revised piece?

3. What process did you use to revise each piece?

4. What have you learned in this course about writing and about yourself as a writer?

5. What connections can you make between what you learned in this course and the writing you do/did for your other choices?
6. What connections can you make between each project in the course and the work you did for each? Did your approaches vary? Was your process the same?
7. What did the revision process teach you as a writer and how might you use these lessons in the writing you do in the future?
8. Anything else to add to your “story” of creating your Portfolio and your experience in a college-level writing course?
Portfolio Presentation
On the day you submit your portfolio, you will deliver a brief (5 minutes) presentation that will help the class better understand some or all of the following: the reason you had for choosing each project, your goals for each revision, the process you used to revise each project, and/or what you learned about yourself as a writer, each genre, and the writing process both throughout the course as a whole and as you worked to create your Portfolio.
