Project 3: “Taking Stock” Reflection

Consider the following questions as a guide but do not limit yourself to these or feel you have to answer them in order, etc. Your “Taking Stock” should be at least one (1) page in length.

1. How did you come up with the subject that you wrote about? How satisfied are you with your topic selection?

2. How did you gather the information you needed to write this profile?  How did you decide what information you needed? (Please refer to your interview/observation notes). 

3. Who is your intended audience and why do you think this profile might appeal to them?

4. How did you come to understand the dominant impression that you wanted your profile to convey? How satisfied are you with the way you have expressed it? 

5. What details about your subject are you most satisfied with in your revision? Why? How did you come up with these ways of profiling your subject? What aspects of your revision do you think still needs more detailed development? What could you do to improve these aspects?

6. How did you make decisions about the arrangement of your material? How happy are you with the organizational flow of the profile? 

7. How satisfied are you with the fluency of your sentences and the effectiveness of your phrasing? (Please give specific examples from your revision to support your answer).

8. How confident are you about the “correctness” of your writing? What have you done to edit/proofread/polish your revision?

9. What feedback from your readers helped you to revise your profile?

10. Anything else to add to your “story of writing this paper?”
