Score: (___x2) 

= ___
	The narrative is:

· The narrative is clear, focused, purposeful, and always aware of the needs of its audience;

· enhanced by well-placed vivid details and images that capture the reader’s interest;

· a well-told story of a literacy event, the significance of which is clear and memorable to a reader.
	The narrative is

· clear, focused, purposeful, and generally aware of its audience’s needs;

· enhanced by details and that capture a reader’s interest;

· told in way that makes the significance of the literacy event clear to a reader.
	The narrative is;

· partially clear, attempting to create a focus; sometimes losing sight of purpose and/or the needs of its audience;

· underdeveloped or missing details in some places;

· told in a way that .leaves a reader unsure of the literacy event’s significance.
	The narrative:

· does not yet have a focus or purpose that is clear, leaving audience confused;
· includes little or no detail to draw a reader in to the story;

· leaves a reader with many questions about the significance of the literacy event it describes.

	Organization

	The narrative:

· creatively engages the reader with a strong internal structure that organizes the story and moves the reader purposefully through the text;

· showcases a distinctive narrative approach that compliments the writer’s purpose, suits the audience, and highlights the significance of the literacy event.
	The narrative:

· engages the reader and has an internal structure that moves the reader through the text;

· employs a narrative approach appropriate to the writer’s purpose, audience and significance of the literacy event..
	The narrative:

· has a distinct structure, but it may cause confusion at times for  a reader;

· sometimes forces the reader to “construct” the narrative, confusing writer’s purpose, intended audience and/or the significance of the central literacy event.
	The narrative;

· lacks structure and the random order of ideas leaves the reader confused;
· has no clear narrative pattern or logical structure, leaving the writer’s purpose, audience and/or the significance of the literacy event unclear..

	Voice

	· The writer’s stance on and energy and passion for the subject drive the narrative, making the text lively, expressive, and engaging. 
	· The writer’s stance on and energy and passion for the subject make the narrative expressive and engaging.  
	· The writer’s stance may be unclear and/or the tone of the piece is somewhat clichéd or lacks energy and/or authenticity.
	· The writer’s stance is unclear and the narrative lacks an expressive or engaging tone, providing little insight and leaving only a vague impression of the story or its significance.

	Word Choice

Score :___
	· Precise, vivid, and natural word choices paint a strong, clear, and distinct picture in the reader’s mind; phrasing is original and memorable, often prompting connections, reflections and insights.
	· Precise and natural word choices paint a strong, clear, and complete picture in the reader’s mind; phrasing is memorable, often prompting further reflection.
	· The writer uses words that are reasonably accurate and attempt to paint a clear picture in the reader’s mind.
	· The writer uses words that are inappropriate for the essay topic and purpose, or simply do not speak to the audience; the language frequently confuses the reader.

	Sentence Fluency

Score: ___

	· Sentences are well-crafted, with a strong and varied structure that invites enjoyable and expressive reading; they vary in length and beginnings; fragments, if used, purposefully add to the style.
	· Sentences create a flow and clarity that make this text easy to read; they are generally well-crafted, sometimes varying in length and structure; sentences are all purposeful and complete.
	· Sentences are reasonably clear and, for the most part, grammatically correct; the reader occasionally has difficulty following the text.
	· Sentences are often unclear, not grammatically correct, or both; the text is difficult to read.

	Conventions

Score: ___

	· The writer demonstrates a strong grasp of the conventions of standard written English (e.g. spelling, capitalization, usage, punctuation, paragraphing); the essay is basically error free.
	· The writer demonstrates a good understanding of the conventions of standard written English; any errors, although noticeable, do not impair the essay’s readability.
	· The writer demonstrates a basic understanding of the conventions of standard written English; errors sometimes impair the essay’s readability.
	· The writer demonstrates a limited understanding of the conventions of standard written English; many errors impair the essay’s readability.
