Before beginning this assignment, please have read the primary text.  Once you've done this prepare your "Approaches Paper" for the text, answering the following questions. 

A.  AUTHOR and TITLE of the text.

B. COUNTRY and CENTURY of the author and publication of the text.  If the text is from the 20th century, give the decade;  if it may be of importance in understanding the text, also give the author's ethnicity/race.

C. A MAIN THEME of the text concerns . . . 

D. A dominant TONE of the text could be described as . . .

E. A strong IMAGE, SCENE or PASSAGE that feels as though it will provide a 
good "pathway" for thoughtful attention leading to an important aspect 
of the text is . . . (Describe in some detail)

F. As I think about this IMAGE, SCENE, or PASSAGE, some of the ways in which I start to connect it to the text as a whole and start to make interpretive meaning are . . . (give at least a paragraph's worth of thoughtful discussion analysis and interpretation)
