Grade 9
Prerequisite: Minimum grade of “A” in Impact Course 3.
This course covers the material of 425 Algebra 2, (reviews the material of Algebra 1 and extends the fundamental concepts of algebra by treating the following topics: real numbers, linear equations and inequalities, products, factoring, fractions, fractional equations, graphing, functions, relations, simultaneous equations and inequalities, exponents, radicals, complex numbers, and quadratic equations) but with more emphasis on mathematical proof. Additional topics include the conic sections, sequences, series, and (time permitting) permutations, combinations and probability.
