· All students enrolling in Honors Algebra II at B.H.S. will be required to have a good working understanding of the material presented in Chapters 1, 2, and part of Chapter 3 of the text, Algebra and Trigonometry by Brown, Dolciani, Sorgenfrey, and Kane.  
· It is required that you complete the problems listed in the assignment guide in  the following manner:
· All work must be done on provided answer key. Work must be neat and organized with final answers boxed or circled.    
· The assignment must be handed in on the provided answer key. 
· The odd answers are in the back of the book. It is your responsibility to check the odd answers.  
· On the first day of school, your completed assignments will be collected and graded.  We will choose specific problems to check and grade based on correctness (this will count as 25% of your 1st test). 
· No late summer assignments will be accepted.
· During the first week of the semester, these topics will be discussed and any questions you have regarding the material will be addressed.  
· Once we have reviewed the sections and responded to your questions, a test will be administered. This test will be the remaining 75% of your first grade for the semester. 
*Your first test grade = 25% (graded problems from summer assignment) + 75% (in class assessment)*

· Graph real numbers on a number line, compare numbers, and find absolute values.
· Review the methods used to simplify numerical expressions and to evaluate algebraic expressions.
· Review properties of equality of real numbers and properties for adding and multiplying real numbers.
· Review the rules for adding and subtracting real numbers.
· Review rules for multiplying real numbers.
· Review rules for dividing real numbers.
· Solve equations in one variable.
· Translate word phrases into algebraic expressions and word sentences into equations.
· Solve problems by using an equation in one variable.
CHAPTER 2 OBJECTIVES:	
· Solve simple inequalities in one variable.
· Solve conjunctions and disjunctions.
· Solve word problems by using inequalities in one variable.	
· Solve open sentences involving absolute value.
CHAPTER 3 OBJECTIVES:
· Graph a linear equation in two variables.
· Find the slope of a line and graph a line given its slope and a point on the line.
· Find an equation of a line given its slope and a point on the line, or two points, or its slope and the y-intercept.
