----- ►Part A: The Writing Piece (must include at least one, good quality, picture)
1. The following questions must be clearly answered and concise:

a. When was this landmark built? Where?(area of Barrington)(Preterit tense)
b. What architectural style has? (present tense)
c. What was its use then? Now? (preterit and present tense)
d. What are the things you can do at this place? (present tense)
e. When does it opens and closes? (present tense)

f. Why should the reader visit this place? (present tense)
2. These questions must be answered in a paragraph format. The paper must include a title, at least one picture and must be free of spelling errors.

------►Part B: The video
1. The student’s voice must be clear, paused and loud enough without yelling.
2. The tone must be exciting and engaging!

3. The video must be recorded at the place.

4. It must include visuals from the place followed by the student’s oral report and clear from unnecessary noises.

5. The oral presentation will consist on the student reporting questions a, c, d, and f.
6. The student must be dressed appropriately.
