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Introduction:  Have you ever wondered how scientists know so much about DNA? If you have, today is your lucky day. You will be conducting research on the researchers involved in the history of DNA. By the end of this project you will know a little more information about each scientists and the structure of DNA. 
Task 1: You will research background information on each one of the scientists listed below and document what you discover about each scientist. Also, you will select one scientist involved in the history of DNA and write a 2-3 page paper from that scientists’ perspective regarding his/her contribution to the understanding of the DNA molecule.  The paper should be written as if you are the scientist. 
Task 2: You will build a 3-D DNA model.  Please provide a Key along with your model.  This model can not be made from candy.  The 3-D DNA model must have a theme.  For example, one former student built a DNA model from leaves. He painted the leaves and had them represent the DNA base pairs.  The theme of her model was on Nature.   

The Process I: Some websites have been suggested and may be helpful to you. DO NOT limit yourself to these websites. You will also need to show evidence in your paper that you have researched information about the scientists from other sources:
The Process II. The DNA model can be constructed from various products.  Ex. Cups, paperclips or wood.  Please make sure that the theme for your model is clearly described for your teacher.  Also, be sure to include a key for your model.
