(R3d) Analyzing: synthesize and evaluate to explain connections and draw inferences within a text and across texts or related ideas; distinguish fact and opinion; distinguish validity and accuracy of sources/information

(W3a) Narrative: Clear storyline, all plot elements, use literary devices (flashback, figurative language) to enhance meaning, maintaining theme, effective closing; using effective characterization, correct use of dialogue
(W3b) Reflection: engaging reader, range of elaborative techniques, analyzing the significance/condition of the situation or developing a concrete occasion for the basis of reflection
