Sat April 2nd - Hall of Fame   Recognizing local athletes from years past, held at RICC, includes a Silent Auction.  Held once every 18 months.  This is third Hall of Fame event.  Class selection to be completed by Dec 2010.
Spring-  Fly Away 5K Road Race   4th annual road race, walk and kids fun run.  This race is the former Dan Cole Race.  A committee is needed to organize the logistics of the USTAF certified road race, underwriting and sponsorship, marketing and PR, t-shirts and race day volunteers. 

May- Senior Athlete Cookout   Work with Mr. Finn to organize games, food, music and t-shirts for all senior students who participated in at least 1 season of athletics at BHS.  More volunteers needed the day of the event.  Held in the afternoon/early evening on the field between varsity soccer and the football field
