Communications 1 Research Paper	Quarter Two


By the time this quarter is over, you will have succeeded in writing a research paper that will be a shorter version of the Senior Project Research Paper that will be required of you next year. The purpose of this handout is to give you an overview and get you thinking about your topic. 

FAQ’s:

1. How long is it supposed to be?

We have agreed to make the paper half as long as the Senior Project paper: 
4 -5 pages.

2. How many sources do I have to include?

Again, half the number the S.P. paper requires: find at least 5, use at least 3.

3. How do I show my research?

	We use Source Information Sheets, just as you will next year.

4. When is the paper due?

	The completed working draft must pass the YES TEST on December 18th (Friday).

5. What happens if I write the paper, but don’t do the steps?

We can’t accept it. Even worse, you will be missing a required component of your portfolio – the research paper process.

6. What may I write about?

You may choose a topic from the approved list, or you may petition to do another topic (see handout).

7. What if I get stuck?

The Writing Center is staffed with teachers who can help you most periods of the day. You may also come to after school sessions in room 211-212 each week as announced. There’s lots of help available. If we think you need assistance, we will require you to meet with us outside of class.
