· Make sure that you use proper citations and that all material used from your sources (either quoted or paraphrased) are cited.  

· Prepare a plan for revision for working with your teacher, another selected teacher or the writing center staff.  

· Make an appointment with the teacher for next week (first week of Feb.)

· Arrive at your appointment with specific areas of revision to discuss.  DO NOT expect the revision teacher to go through your entire paper.  Have specific questions ready!!

· Revise your paper thoughtfully.   


· Staple your revision in the following order: 
· this contract 
· then my NEW draft, 
· then my first draft with rubric and Yes Test 

· Pass in your revision by Tuesday, February 23.
