Group TV Genre Presentation

Each month your production team will be required to produce a project to present to the class.  This 10-15 minute project will be on a genre you choose at the beginning of the month and will be due the week your genre is scheduled for discussion and viewing.  The goal of this project is for you and your classmates to develop a better understanding of your chosen genre of television show more completely.

You will want to use creativity to capture your audience’s attention while maintaining the integrity of the genre.  Remember to entertain, educate, and inspire you want your ratings of your audience to be good as it is the viewers who determine our success.  You must include one  of the following within your presentation  which illustrates your genre and remember you want your classmates to be interested in your genre of television- act is if you’re the producer of the genre and you want your viewers interested – invite them into the dialogue– this will produce positive feedback for you to build upon.  
               Skit—can be serious or funny, and can involve the class too
               Class activity—an engaging class activity or an assignment you can give the class to help them understand the genre more fully
              Dramatization—a re-enactment or original creation  
Each group must present a “media kit” to each member of the class.  This must include some kind of visual or handout that presents a clear overview of the genre for the class to include in their Production Portfolio.  

Projects can take any form and can include any of the following ideas (as well as any of your own ideas):

               Video Clips—make sure that your clips clearly illustrate the genre with specific examples rather than just becoming time-filler for your project.

               Overview and definition of the genre

               Examples of shows that fall into this genre
               History—when did this genre get it start?  What political, economic, or social events were catalysts for this genre?
·      Successful shows within this genre.  What makes them successful
               Pictures, posters, artwork, other visuals

               PowerPoint—with information about the genre, pics, or sounds

               Class game—something to test their knowledge or skill
